Division. He also worked within the family’s business as an after-school Tutor
at Sankofa Academy, and as an Account Representative at the Witherspoon’s
Allstate Insurance Agency. Anthony was a die heart Saint’s fan, who enjoyed



spending time with his family, especially with his younger brother Amani, and
who also enjoyed cooking, grilling, and creating his own recipes.
